SEP 9/SUN —DEPART JFK 
 

SEP 10/MON-ARRIVE LISBON. On arrival, meet Eng-
lish-speaking guide and transfer to the medieval “Alfama” 
district of Portugal’s lovely capital city.  Celebrate Mass at 
the birthplace chapel of St. Anthony of Padua, enjoy some 
free time to eat lunch on your own, then transfer to your 
hotel.  (D) 
 
SEP 11/TUE—LISBON/FATIMA.  In the morning, travel 
to the Church of the Holy Miracle in Santarem, site of a 
Eucharistic miracle. Continue to Fatima, site where the 
Virgin Mary appeared to three shepherd children monthly 
from May 13 to October 13, 1917.  (B,D) 
 
SEP 12/WED—FATIMA. Today, visit the spectacular 
Shrine including Apparition Chapel, the Basilica and 
nearby Aljuster village, where the children were born.  
Pray the Way of the Cross. Join the evening candlelight 
procession to the site of the apparitions (B,D) 
  
SEP 13/THU—FATIMA/SANTO DOMINGO DE SILOS. 
In the morning, depart eastward out of Portugal, crossing 
into Spain, skirting Extremadora Province, homeland of 
the Conquistadors to Salamanca, the great university city 
for Castilian Spain.  Tour the beautiful Plaza Mayor, con-
sidered to be one of the finest squares in Europe and visit 
the Cathedral, built in Romanesque style and dating from 
the 12th century. Continue northward crossing the historic 
Way of St. James to Santo Domingo de Silos, a medieval 
monastery, famous for Gregorian chant singing. (B,D) 
 

SEP 14/FRI—SANTO DOMINGO/GARABANDAL.  In 
the morning visit the cloister and hear the monks chant-
ing.  Travel to nearby Garabandal, a remote village in a 
rugged and beautiful mountain setting. In the evening of 
June 18, 1961, four girls were playing on the outskirts of 
the town, when they received a vision of St. Michael the 
Archangel, followed two weeks later by an apparition of 
the Virgin Mary, appearing as Our Lady of Carmel.  (B,D) 
 

SEP 15/SAT—GARABANDAL/EIBAR(LOYOLA). Ex-
plore the Marian apparition site and learn more about the 
visionaries.  In the afternoon, travel northeasterly into 
Basque country to spend the night in Eibar, very close to 
Azpeitia (Loyola), birthplace of St.  Ignatius, founder of 
the Jesuit Order.  (B,D) 

SEP 16/SUN—LOYOLA/SAN SEBASTIAN/LOURDES.  
In the morning, visit the Monastery at Aranzazu, where 
the Saint received his first “illumination” while walking 
from Azpetia.  Continue to Loyola to visit the Jesuit Sanc-
tuary, which houses a chapel, residence, religious library 
and small castle where Ignatius was born.  After lunch, 
depart for the elegant seaside resort of San Sebastian. 
Enjoy an afternoon stroll with vacationers from all over 
Spain, then continue by modern highway through the 
Pyrenee Mountains to Lourdes, the most spectacular 
Marian shrine, visited by more than 5 million pilgrims a 
year.  (B,D) 
 

SEP 17/MON—LOURDES. Morning walking tour of the 
shrine and the town include the Grotto, the Basilicas and 
site associated with the life of St Bernadette.  In the after-
noon, there is free time to take the Baths.  Afternoon 
Blessed Sacrament Procession and evening Candlelight 
Procession. (B,D) 
 

SEP 18/TUE—LOURDES/PARAY LE MONIAL. Transfer 
to Toulouse airport for afternoon flight to Lyon, where  
private coach transfers you to the lovely town of Paray le 
Monial. where St. Margaret Mary Alacoque lived when the 
Lord appeared to her in a vision and initiated the devotion 
to the Sacred Heart of Jesus. (B,D)  
 

SEP 19/WED—NEVERS. Today there is an excursion by 
coach to the small town of Nevers, where St. Bernadette 
lived after the apparitions.  On arrival, celebrate Mass at 
the Saint’s tomb and visit the convent. Return to Paray le 
Monial.  (B,D) 

 

SEP 20/THU—ARS/LYON.  Enjoy a lei-
surely drive through picturesque farm land 
to visit St. John Vianney Shrine in Ars.  
Learn more about the life and work of this 
humble parish priest whose mission has 
become an outstanding example for the 
21st century pilgrim.  Continue to the great 
French city of Lyon for an orientation tour 
on arrival including the spectacular 19th 
century Fourviere Cathedral, boasting a 
panoramic view of the city.  (B,D)
